[bookmark: _GoBack]IP&A has quite a few ways of accessing archived information and data that can support many of your efforts. Listed below are directories that contain quite a bit of historical information! Each of the below directories are sub-directories in the P:\AJF-3 Shared directory that all the Feds can access from their workstations. Screenshots that show a sample of the folders in each of the locations follow:
· Corporate History – Before 1996  P:/AJF-3 Shared\ __ Corp History by project (benefits + costs)\Programs or Studies (before 1996)
· Corporate History – After 1996 P:\AJF-3 Shared\Corp History by project (benefits + costs) Corporate History (post 1996)P:/AJF-3
· Scanned Items the Operations Research Group and the Life-Cycle Cost Group has maintained for over 20 years. Many of these files were in file cabinets at Portals since the mid-90s and might still be useful. They include the following:
 
a. P:\AJF-3 Shared\CPER\Operations Research Files_Cost ArchivedFiles – Documentum 
This directory consists of many files such as research papers, work documents, metrics,  modeling, safety, human factors, environmental info, presentations, conference documents, etc, etc. that are not IA artifacts. Gene Ferguson who used to support Tony Kulenak scanned all of the files we had at Portals and prepared a file that has all the file names. I do not have the soft copy at this time, however, I have a hard copy which I will leave with Evonya Brown who sits right behind Robert Sullivan. 

The previous OR Manager, Fran Melone, spent quite a bit of time collecting many of the documents up to 2009 that Gene scanned in. I have added several documents to this directory over the past few months. Yolanda Brown, who supports Tony Kulenak is currently scanning several historical documents into this directory. 

b. P:\AJF-3 Shared\CPER\Program Documentum and Sharepoint Documentum. These directories include many legacy documents of many of the FAA acquistions over the last 20+ years.

c. P:\AJF-3 Shared\CPER\  - other directories such as such as budget – documentum and white sheets- Documentum.  Looks like budget summary, conference marks and white sheets through 2011. Tony K can give you the details!

· Sharepoint Directory Files – P:\AJF-3\Sharepoint these files contain useful JRC information for many CIP programs, both active,  inactive programs and legacy programs. This drive was established a few years ago. 
In addition, some data are stored on KSN sites
KSN - Everybody should be able to access the KSN sites, except in cases where you are required to have a signed NDA for a particular program and access is restricted because some of the information with some programs are procurement sensitive. Whether you use KSN or not is another thing because everybody has different ways of working. The first section is for all IP&A personnel (both Feds and contractors) to share working files and collaborate on investment analysis. It is organized by acquisition program:

The second section is the corporate history that Rachel maintains. The directory from the P drive is what everybody used before KSN became more popular. It is fine to use and post on both. Contractors cannot access the P drive so KSN can sometimes be the way to go. Feds have options to access both.  My preference has always been to access on the P drive but I am set in my ways with some of this stuff.  Rachel will post on  
https://ksn2.faa.gov/ajf/ajf3/ch/Lists/List%20of%20Programs/AllItems1.aspx. 

This KSN corporate history site is where all the final files are stored once a JRC checkpoint (IARD, IID or FID) is completed. At that time, Rachel sends the analysts the link to their program on corporate history with a request that they only upload final files to that link.  Note: it is the responsibility of the BCA, cost and benefits team leads to upload the final documents relevant to them to the KSN.  The KSN cannot accommodate too many large files -- that is why KSN corporate history is restricted to these final files.  
There is also a link for the OR Group to post many of the key documents and presentations that have been developed over the years. I am sending Mark F several documents so if there is anything else you would like to populate on this site, let Mark know. The address is:

ORLAB
A wide range information are stored in the ORLAB under the CYCLOPS\data directory. See the cheat sheet XLS and PPT files overviewing the data and sources that I recently sent out in late January.  Data sets from ASPM, PDARS, AwSIM, iPMAC, NTML, TFMS, FSEP, RMLS, NASPAS, BADA, NTSB, etc. are included. Moreover, very useful documents and presentations include the following: AML Sustainment and Supportability Reviews, OAPM documents, FPAW, Air Traffic and Traffic Flow, Staffing and Environmental info. OTHER
For those of you who want to look at hard copies, many are in binders, check out the Times 2s in two areas: 1)  directly between the 432B sign where we have 5 TIMES-2s and 2) next to the 425-427 sign on the left side (about 30 feet from Katrina’s office toward the hall) where there are 3 TIMES-2s that contain paper copies of relevant historical information. There is lots of historical information, it is sort of organized but needs work. Note: Some of these documents should be kept and others can be tossed. 
These hard copies (combination of binders, folders and books) of many of the files that have been used for program specific work, risk, benefits related and other (metrics, airline, airport, best practices info, system engineering and AT-related info, academic studies, etc.). Some of these items are also in electronic format in the directory but most are not.  Many of these binders were in Portals and may still be useful even though several documents are very old!!  
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
